
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION ON EQUESTRIAN TOURS  
Circuits are signposted in both directions to accommodate carriages and riders. Specific markers for 

carriages are installed to indicate any deviations.  Each circuit has starting points equipped with 

attachment bars, water points and detailed maps. Picnic areas are also available along the routes.  

 

Circuit N° 1 "Entre Loir et Braye...à cheval, la nature retrouvée"   
 
➢ Two possible departure points:   

• Le Silo de Trôo (in Saint-Quentin-lès-Trôo/Montoire-sur-le-Loir):   

- Three parking spaces for vans and horse trucks: 6 vans/trucks with two spaces;  

- Attachment bar and circuit map with QR codes;  

- Water point: next to the premises.   

 

• Savigny-sur-Braye cemetery:   

- Specific parking for vans and horse trucks: 5 vans/trucks with two spaces in winter on stabilized 

ground  

- 20 vans/trucks with two spaces in summer on grassy ground;  

- Attachment bar and circuit map with QR codes;  

- Water point inside the cemetery (at the entrance).   

 

➢ Picnic area next to the Collégiale de Trôo:  

-tether bar for horses, water point next to public toilets, picnic tables. 

 

 

- Horse-friendly restaurant next to Le Silo de Trôo starting point: La Guinguette des Iles de Trôo lieu-

dit L'Abord de Dieu - Saint-Quentin-les-Trôo - 41800 Montoire. 

Provide a tie-up line for horses; accessible to carriages.  

Opening hours April - May - September and October : 

Tuesday to Thursday: 12 pm - 2 pm 

Friday to Sunday: 12 pm - 2 pm and 7 pm - 10 pm  

Closed on Mondays 

Opening hours June - July and August :  

Tuesday to Sunday: 12 h - 14 h and 19 h - 22 h  

Closed on Monday 

 

 

 Circuit N° 2 "La vallée du Loir... à cheval, troglodytes et patrimoine"  

➢ Three possible departure points:   

• Le Silo de Trôo (in Saint-Quentin-lès-Trôo/Montoire-sur-le Loir):   

- Three parking spaces for vans and horse trucks: 6 vans/trucks with two spaces;  

- Attachment bar and circuit map with QR codes;  

- Water point: next to the premises.   

 

• Le Gouffre des Hayes:   

- Grassed parking lot for vans and horse trucks from May to October: 20 vans/trucks with two spaces; 

- In winter, parking along the small access road to the Gouffre: 2 two-place vans/trucks;  

 - Attachment bar and tour map with QR codes; 

 - Two water points next to the toilets and next to the stream;  

- Picnic area with tables, shelter and sanitary facilities.  

 



• L'Isle verte (in Couture-sur-Loir/Vallée de Ronsard):   

- Parking for vans and horse trucks: 20 vans/trucks with two spaces. Please note: this site may be 

flooded in winter;  

- Attachment bar and tour map with QR codes;  

- Water point ;  

- Picnic area with tables and sanitary facilities.   

 

➢ Picnic area next to the Maison natale de Ronsard (Couture-sur-Loir/Vallée de 

Ronsard):  

-picnic tables, tethering bar for horses, water point in the Maison natale de Ronsard sanitary facilities 

(ask at reception).  Tour map with QR Codes in the Maison natale de Ronsard parking lot.   

 

➢ Picnic area next to the Petites Prés parking lot in Lavardin: picnic tables, 

tethering bar for horses.  Water point in the village next to the public toilets. 

 
Horse-drawn carriage entrance and exit: at the back of the parking lot, through an opening in the 

hedge.  

 

- Le Fournil (bakery and local produce) Place du Château. Opening hours: 9 a.m.-12.30 p.m. (closed 

Wednesday and Thursday).  

 

- Restaurant / snack bar next to the Gothic Bridge.  

 

- In the village : 

=> A water point is available next to the public toilets. 

=> A tethering post for horses has been installed on Place du Château next to the bakery.  

=> A bridle path (signposted) leads to La Croix Bonneau (viewpoint).  

 

 
➢ Picnic areas and restaurants : 
 A TROO :  
 

-tether bar for horses, water point next to public toilets, picnic tables. 

 

- Horse-friendly restaurant next to Le Silo de Trôo starting point: La Guinguette des Iles de Trôo lieu-

dit L'Abord de Dieu - Saint-Quentin-les-Trôo - 41800 Montoire. 

Provide a tie-up line for horses; accessible to carriages.  

Opening hours April - May - September and October : 

Tuesday to Thursday: 12 pm - 2 pm 

Friday to Sunday: 12 pm - 2 pm and 7 pm - 10 pm  

Closed on Mondays 

Opening hours June - July and August :  

Tuesday to Sunday: 12 h - 14 h and 19 h - 22 h
